The name Berean Community Church comes from Acts 17:11 where the people in the city of 
Berea “received the Word with great eagerness, examining the Scriptures daily.” The word 
Berean  reflects our commitment to the Bible. The word Community  expresses our 
commitment to be lovingly connected to our community. The word Church  emphasizes that 
we exist solely to exalt Jesus Christ by trusting Him to use us in leading others into a personal 
relationship with Him. 

Berean Community Church is a member of the Berean Fellowship of Churches.  The theme of 
the Berean Fellowship is "Plant a Church, Make Disciples, Reach the World." The Berean 
Fellowship is a family of churches committed to reaching people with the Gospel. Churches in 
the Fellowship enjoy flexibility in methodology while agreeing on a clearly defined doctrinal 
statement, a common constitution, and a shared vision for worldwide impact. Though we are 
an independent, evangelical church, we also have an association with other Berean Fellowship 
churches that makes us interdependent as far as our mission to reach people for Christ. Every 
Berean church is independent, in that there is no denominational control. For example each 
church chooses its own pastors, builds its own buildings and assists and determines its own 
ministries.  

The History of the Berean Fellowship dates back to the 1930's, when Ivan Olsen became the 
first pastor of the Berean Fundamental Church in North Platte, Nebraska. As others witnessed 
the blessing of God on his work, they began to come to him for counsel and assistance to plant 
churches in other communities. God's blessing on those efforts allowed for the establishment 
of a number of Berean Churches in just a few years. The name, Berean Fundamental Church 
Council, Inc. was chosen to become the legal organizational name for this new Berean 
Fellowship of Churches. Since those early years, many more churches have been planted. We 
are now located in eight states and in one Canadian province.  

Our History in Rochester 4 

This church got its start when a group of individuals from Rochester contacted some of the 
Berean Fundamental Church founding fathers. On February 5, 1968, Rev. Olson, Rev. Goltz 
and Rev. Skoog flew to Rochester and met with them to share the constitution and purposes of 
the Berean Fellowship. The group voted to become part of the Berean Fellowship and 
organize the Berean Church of Rochester. Shortly after this meeting Rev. Skoog was called to 
become its first pastor. 

Initially, the group met at the 4-H building of the Olmsted county fairgrounds; then, after much 
prayer, rented the former Elks building next to the Martin Hotel. This proved to be a place of 
much blessing locally and to many visiting the Mayo Clinic who came and found the Savior.

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It was also evident that to have any real impact on the community a more permanent location 
and church was necessary. Again, after much prayer and the leading of the Lord, a location 
along the Hwy 52 Frontage Road was secured and plans were made to begin building a 
church. The only assets they had were a $5,000 memorial gift and a lot of faith that God would 
keep His promises to supply the needs. They launched into a building program representing 
approximately $75,000. God was indeed faithful in providing gifts and loans month by month, 
enabling them to meet the obligations as they came due. The first regular service at this 
building was held on Dec 13, 1970. On June 13th, 1971 a dedication service for the new 
building was held. Rev. Carl Goltz, Rev. Curt Lehman and Rev. Roscoe Schultz attended, 
representing the Fellowship. 

In 1976 Rev. Gustafson became the pastor. Then in 1983, Rev. Scott MacGray became the 
pastor and in 1985 the church building on 1225 Elton Hills became the Berean Community 
Church's new location. In June of 1995, after 12 years of fruitful ministry, Rev. MacGray 
resigned because he felt God was leading him in a new direction.  

In 1998 Pastor Kevin was called to serve as pastor. At that time the church had about 80 
people in attendance. Through Pastor Kevin’s leadership, the church adopted five key ministry 
purposes: Prayer & Worship, Outreach, Fellowship, Discipleship and Service. New mission 
and vision statements were also adopted: Mission: “To glorify God by making disciple-makers 
of Jesus Christ...”; Vision: “By Pursuing God, Proclaiming Jesus, and Preparing People.” 

In 1999, Elders were prayed for, selected and appointed to serve as servant-leaders for the 
church. Ministry leaders were also appointed. We also called Mick Nichols to serve as our first 
Youth Pastor. Mick, very gifted musically, also greatly assisted the progression and 
improvement of our Sunday morning worship. By December 1999, the average Sunday 
attendance was 160 people. 

In 2000, we followed the Lord’s leading to purchase land in northwest Rochester. The Lord 
continued to bring people into a relationship with Himself, both by personal evangelism and 
outreach events. We began having two Sunday morning worship services. We sent a short-
term ministry team to Haiti, where we developed a sister church relationship with a church in 
Ennery, Haiti. By December 2000, the average Sunday attendance was 200 people. 

2001 was a year of transition. Mick transitioned from being a full-time youth pastor to a part-
time director of worship. During that time, we hired Pastor Dave Genberg to serve as an 
associate pastor. By December 2001, the average Sunday attendance was 210 people. Our 
total income was $330,000. 

In 2002, we had several congregational meetings about relocating in a new facility on our new 
land. 2002 was also a great year for ministry team development under Pastor Dave’s 
leadership. A second ministry team went to Haiti to continue to minister to our sister church. By 
December 2002, there were 75 members and the average Sunday attendance was 220. In 
2003, we agreed to build our new ministry facility, which began in July and was finished around 
Christmas. In February of 2004, Berean Community Church moved to the new facility at 3157 
Kenosha Drive in a growing community of northwest Rochester. By that time our average 
Sunday attendance was 225. 
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In 2006, the new facility on Kenosha Drive received its first addition. The existing nursery 
space was doubled and three large classrooms were added for children's ministry. Dave 
Genberg left his position at BCC and moved on to other ministry opportunities. Pastor Kelly 
Reynolds and his family were called from Berrien Center, Michigan during the summer of 2007 
to serve as BCC's Associate Pastor of Youth and Children's Ministry. 

Pastor Kevin and his family celebrated 10 years of ministry at Berean Community Church in 
2008. Jayson Wittrup accepted a staff position as part time worship director while attending 
Crossroads College for a degree in worship ministry. During this time our average attendance 
was around 300 and our annual income approximately $500,000. 

2009 has been another year of transition. In July, Pastor Kevin resigned to pursue a decades-
long dream of full time mission work. Lord willing, he and his family will be serving as full-time 
missionaries starting in early 2010. 

In September 2009 Jayson Wittrup accepted a full time position as worship pastor with a 
congregation in North Dakota. This was also the fulfillment of a dream for Jayson, and 
although he and his family will be greatly missed, we know they will be used mightily by God in 
their new ministry. 

As we entered a time of transition the Lord blessed us with the presence of Dr. Mark E. Struck 
in our congregation, having served as a mission pastor and in international ministry for 30 
years, and being at a point in his life and ministry to graciously agree to serve as interim pastor 
as he transitions to new international work. 

And as we seek a new senior pastor God continues to bless the church with strong faith in His 
purposes for this body in Rochester. 
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Facility Expansion Plans 

When we moved to the current location in 2004, the facility was constructed with a four-phase 
plan in mind. We have currently completed the first of the four phases. 

Phase 1a: Auditorium, offices, and initial classrooms - completed in 2004 

Phase 1b: Addition of three classrooms and expansion of nursery area – completed in 2006 

Phase 2: Education wing with additional classrooms 

Phase 3: Gymnasium 

Phase 4: Sanctuary to seat 950 

Our overall vision for expansion is to grow to around 1200, which would maximize the use of 
our land and facilities, after all four phases are complete. We would then be in a position to be 
able to plant another church in Rochester or the surrounding area as growth continued. 

The elder board has made a commitment to not take out significant loans for future expansion. 
The phase 1b addition was constructed without a loan, and in 2008 the elders put a policy in 
place restricting any future expansion until the majority of the current debt is paid as well as 
placing restrictions on future debt.5

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3. JESUS CHRIST 
We believe that Jesus Christ is God the Son who has neither beginning nor ending. He was 
conceived in the flesh by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, and is fully God and fully 
man. Jesus died for our sins, was buried, and arose bodily on the third day. He ascended into 
heaven and is now seated at the right hand of God the Father as our only mediator, high 
priest, and advocate.

4. HOLY SPIRIT 
We believe the Holy Spirit is God, the third person of the Trinity. He is a person, not a force. 
The Holy Spirit's ministries include: Convicting all people of sin; calling, regenerating, 
indwelling, and baptizing believers into the Body of Christ; setting them apart to a holy life; and 
teaching, keeping, and empowering them day by day. The Holy Spirit distributes spiritual gifts 
to each believer according to His will.

We believe that both man and woman were created in the image of God to enjoy a personal 
relationship with Him. As a result of deliberate disobedience they fell from their sinless state 
and they and all their descendants became sinners. Consequently, they cannot save 
themselves and apart from the grace of God in Jesus Christ, they are condemned to a place of 
eternal torment.

The person who has trusted in the Lord Jesus 
Christ as Savior is eternally secure and can enjoy the assurance of salvation. We believe that 
at death believers enter eternal glory and that unbelievers enter eternal torment.

As we yield ourselves to the Holy Spirit, we will experience spiritual growth in holiness, 
but we will not experience perfection in conduct. Future rewards are determined by our 
obedience to the Lord.

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8. CHURCH 
We believe that Christ is the Head of the Church, which is His body. All who have trusted in 
Him as Savior are members of it. Christians should commit themselves to worship, instruction, 
fellowship, stewardship, and service in a local church. The church is responsible to represent 
Jesus Christ in the world through godly living and evangelism. All believers are commanded to 
participate in two church ordinances, believers' baptism by immersion and the Lord's Supper.

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What’s special about BCC? 

Berean Community Church is a family of Christ followers, yearning to grow deeper in 
relationship with God, each other, and our community. 

We hold tightly to our namesake, the church of Berea, whom Luke describes in Acts 17:11 as 
“examining the Scriptures”– we are a church rooted firmly in the Truth of God’s Word.  
Historically, we have enjoyed expository teaching and preaching from the pulpit.  Corporate 
worship is also strong at BCC, featuring a Spirit-led blend of traditional and contemporary 
styles. 

Church attendance has doubled over the past ten years, growing from roughly 150 to 300 
congregants on Sunday morning.  The congregation is predominantly made up of young 
families (adults in late-twenties to mid-thirties).  This drove us to create a new Youth and 
Children’s Pastor staff position two years ago; Kelly Reynolds was hired and currently leads 
this strong and growing ministry. 

We are also passionate about international missions.  We have established a sister church 
relationship with believers in Haiti, prompting an annual missions trip to minister to our brothers 
and sisters there.  We support ministries in the Democratic Republic of Congo and India, and 
we have sent representatives to both locations in recent years.  In the past year, we have 
commissioned a family from our congregation to full-time missions work in Saskatchewan, 
Canada, and we are looking forward to sending our former Senior Pastor into the mission field 
in early 2010. 

Ultimately, the most special aspect of BCC is its people - ordinary people who have been 
forever changed by an extraordinary God.  We look forward to welcoming a new Senior Pastor 
who will lead and shepherd us as we Treasure Christ and Love People. 
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Budget Information 

The annual budget has been approximately $500,000 for past few years. 

Since our Senior Pastor resigned in July 2009 we have seen a greater drop in attendance and 
giving than we would normally expect to see during the summer, but less than the 20-30% that 
could typically be expected during a transition period between senior pastors. We are trusting 
that the Lord is moving even during this time of transition. 
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Our Community 8 

Rochester is a vibrant community of over 100,000 in southeast Minnesota. We are now the 
third largest city in the state.  Since the 1980s, Rochester has frequently made Money 
magazine's list of the best places to live, ranging from the best overall to the best in the 
Midwest.  

Rochester's skyline has a foreground of farm fields with tall buildings thrusting into the sky. 
Despite its cosmopolitan appearance, one of the favorable features marking the city's status as 
a great place to live is short commute times, an average of 14 minutes and the shortest of the 
nation's 300 largest cities. 

Rochester is home to Mayo Clinic, one of the most recognized medical institutions in the world 
and one of the largest employers in the state, with over 32,000 employees.9 IBM also has a 
significant presence in Rochester, being the second largest employer in the city with about 
4000 employees. This combination provides for many cultural opportunities. 

Rochester also has an ethnic diversity not found in many cities this size. For example, there is 
a large Somali population. This can present unique opportunities for international outreach 
without ever leaving the area. 

Education is important in Rochester. A fine school system offers quality primary and secondary 
education for youngsters.  There are a number of parochial and private schools, as well as a 
thriving home school network.  Higher education offerings range from vocational-technical 
classes to undergraduate and graduate college programs in a number of areas including 
education, health care, business, and engineering.
